	The NSU Physician Assistant Program had the opportunity to host Hina Mazharuddin, PA-C, MSPAS as a guest instructor for our Telehealth/Telemedicine curriculum in 2025. The instructional block included a didactic lecture introducing foundational concepts followed by a virtual session in which students applied telemedicine techniques in real time.
